The party leader is responsible for certifying these forms:
- EC20360: a change in the party's registry information or to confirm its registry info 
- EC20361: Register provincial/territorial divisions of a registered party
- EC20380: Register or desregister EDAs

The party leader also signs the authorization that allows EDAs to issue tax receipts.

- The chief agent is responsible for administering the party's financial transactions and 
reporting those transactions to Elections Canada as  required by the Canada Elections Act.

- A party officer co-signs the party's resolution to appoint a leader.
- Party officers co-sign the application for deregistration of the party or registered associations
